II. Regulations for order in the field of science
1. Regulations for the order in the field of science: procedure according to art. 701  of the act from 23rd April, 1964.  Civil codex (Dz. U. 2018 poz. 1025 with subsequent changes), with the use of rules of orders in the field of science, included in art.469 of the act of 20 July 2018 Law on higher education and science (Dz.U. 2018 poz. 1668 with subsequent changes),                   in relation to art. 4d par.1 point 1, of the act from 29th January 2004, on public orders (Dz. U. z 2018r. poz. 1579 with subsequent changes).
2. Performer which is submitting an offer should prepare documents according to this announcement about order in the field of science, called ‘Announcement’ further in the text. 
III. Description of the subject of the order
1. The subject of the order is Preparation Llama Single Domain M13 Phage Antitbody Library  for International Centre for Cancer Vaccine Science, Faculty of Chemistry of the University of Gdańsk
2. Detailed description of the subject of this order is included in attachment 2.
3. Place of delivery: International Centre for Cancer Vaccine Science, Faculty of Chemistry of the University of Gdańsk, ul. Wita Stwosza 63, 80-308 Gdańsk, Poland. 
4. Purchaser informs that funds will come from the project grant entitled “International Centre  for Cancer Science Vaccine”. No MAB/2017/3.
IV. Term of the realization of the order
Term of the realization of the order: up to 3 months from signing of the contract.

V. Information about ways of communication between purchaser and performers, including providing of statements and documents, and indication of persons responsible for the contacts between parts of the contract
1. Information, requests, conclusions, statements, and questions the purchaser and the performer should send in the written form by fax or e-mail. 

2. Each party, on the request of the other party, must conform the receipt of the document. Statements, requests, question, answer, and information is considered as delivered if they reached the purchaser in the way allowing to read their content.

4. Before submitting the offer, performers, can send their comments to this announcement to the purchaser. The purchaser can accept these comments and introduce appropriate changes in the announcement, which may prolong the term of submission of offers. 
5. Any modification in the announcement, as well as information about extension of the deadline of submission of offers, will be presented at the web page www.ug.edu.pl, section ‘’zamówienia publiczne”,  where this announcement is available. 
VI.  Descripton of the preparation of offers

1. The performer is obligated to prepare the offer according to requirements described in this announcement. 

2. The offer consists of : 
1) the offer form – attachment no. 1.
2) the subject form – attachment no. 2.
3. Offers can be submitted in Polish or English, as pints or clearly readable hand-writing, indelible ink.
4. The offer should be submitted as an original document, signed by person(s) responsible for representing the performer, according to the rules described in the documents of registration of the performer’s company.  
In the case of two or more performers which are submitting a collaborative offer, one such                         a document is required, referred to in point 2. 
5. All corrections in the documents must be confirmed by signatures of the responsible person(s). 
6. In addition, the performer will submit, together with the offer: 

1) statement about subcontractors: - attachment no. 4, 

Performers which will realize the offer themselves, are not requested to submit this document.

If performers are submitting a collaborative offer, they should provide a document approved by all of them, referred to in point 1. 
7. Documents or statements referred to in this chapter, other than the power of attorney referred to in point 6, must be submitted in the original or a copy certified in accordance with the form of representation specified in the registration document (record) appropriate to its organizational form. The attestation of compliance with the original is made by affixing a copy of the document or a copy of the statement made in paper form with a handwritten signature.

8. If documents are being signed by a representative of the performer, a document is required that indicates that this person can formally represent the performer. This document should be original or formally conformed copy, including date, fields in which the representative can represent the performer, and must be signed by a person which is responsible for representation of the performer.   

9. All pages of the offer must be numbered, and the whole document should be mounted in the way that precludes a loss of a part of the offer. 

10.  The offer must be submitted in a sealed envelope, ensuring that it is not damaged until it is opened. The envelope must contain the description according to the following style:

11. Each performer can submit only one offer according to the order. 

12. One offer can be submitted by two or more performers, providing that this offer will be prepared according to following rules:

1) the offer must be signed in a way making all performers responsible for it, 

2) performers submitting their offer together must indicate a common representative,

3) all correspondence will be sent to this representative. 

13. Performer states that the order will be realized according to this announcement, including attachments no 2. 

14. Purchaser informs that offers are not confidential and can be presented since they are opened, excluding information which is considered as a confidential data about a company, according to art. 11 par. 4 of the act from 16 April 1993 on prevention of unfair competition  (Dz.U. z 2018r., poz. 419 with subsequent changes), if performer did not indicate that information cannot be presented, not later than at the time of offer submission, and demonstrated that such information is a confidential information about the company. 
15. If the information contained in the offer constitutes a confidential information within the meaning of the Act on Combating Unfair Competition, which the Contractor reserves that it cannot be made available to other participants of the proceedings, must be labeled as "confidential information about company”, and a document should be separated from the main offer.
16. Reservation of information which does not constitute a business secret within the meaning of the Act on combating unfair competition will be treated as ineffective and will result in their declassification.

17. According to art. 11 para. 2 of the Act of April 16, 1993. on the fight against unfair competition by business secret is meant technical, technological, organizational information of the enterprise or other information having economic value, which as a whole or in a specific combination and their elements are not commonly known to people usually dealing with this type of information or are not easily available for such persons, as long as they have the right to use or dispose of information, with due diligence in order to keep them confidential. The Contractor, stating the company's secret, is obliged to attach to the offer a written justification regarding the information contained therein.

The justification is to prove that the conditions set out in the aforementioned provision are met, i.e. that the proprietary information:

1) are of a technical, technological or organizational nature of the enterprise or constitute other information having an economic value,

2) are not commonly known to people usually dealing with this type of information or are not easily accessible to such people,

3) actions have been taken in relation to them in order to keep them confidential.
VII. Place and date of submission of offers and opening the documents

3. The date of submission is the date of delivery of documents to the purchaser.  

4. If the offer is sent by post or courier, the date of submission is the date of delivery of documents to the purchaser.


5. If the offer is delivered after the deadline, the purchaser will send it be without opening. 
6. Opening of all offer will take place:

7. The information about submitted offers will be presented during opening of offers.  
8. Before opening of offers, purchaser will provide the amount of funds which are devoted to realize the order.
VIII. Descriotion of the method for price calculation
1. The price must be indicated in Polish złoty (PLN), EURO or USD.

2. Purchaser requires submission of attachment no. 1 – the offer form.

3. In attachment no. 1, it is necessary to include the price in PLN, EURO or USD. 

4. The price in PLN or EURO indicated in the offer form – attachment 1, will be used to compare it with other offers. 
5. For the purpose of comparison of offers, the Purchaser will calculate the price of each offer expressed in EURO currency using the average National Bank of Poland exchange rate as of the day of announcing the order in the Public Procurement Bulletin.
6. Performers should provide the price with the certainty up to 1 grosz (0.01 PLN). 

7. The price of the offer must include VAT, according to the act from 11 March 2004 about tax of goods and services (Dz. U. z 2018r poz. 1221 with subsequent changes), with exception of point 7. All costs of the realization of the order must be in accordance to this announcement, and must include all costs of the performer. Any effects of mistakes in calculations will be covered by the performer.  

8. If a performer submits the offer which realization would cause an additional tax duty for the performer, such a tax should be added to the value of the offer. Performer must inform the purchaser about such a situation.  

9. Payment and any other transactions between purchaser and performer will be done in Polish złoty, EURO or USD.

10. Performer must provide the exact price. Submission of a variant price, provided as a range of prices, or a price with special conditions, will result in rejection of the offer. 

11. Any corrections in calculations must be confirmed by crossing the original value, writing the appropriate value, and this should be signed by a representative of the performer.  
IX. Description of criteria for chosing the best offer by the purchaser
1. To choose the best offer, the purchaser will use following criteria:
Price of the offer – 100% of the weight.
Purchaser will evaluate the offers based on the prices, described in the offer form and provided in PLN, EURO or USD.
2. Points for the criterium ‘’Price” will be calculated according to the formula:

 points for the criterium ‘’Price”;

Cn    -   the lowest offered price in PLN, EURO or USD, among all submitted offers that were not formally rejected;

Co – price of the assessed price in PLN, EURO or USD.
3. Purchaser will consider that the best offer is that which received the highest number of points.
4. The offers will be assessed by purchaser solely on the basis of the indicated criteria.

5. The maximal possible number of points for one offer is 100.

6. The results with be presented with accuracy of 0.01 point.

X. Chosing the best offer
1. The assessment of offers will be performed as described in Chapter IX.

2. Purchaser will order the apparatus from the performer whose offer fulfills are requirements indicated in the announcement and attachment no. 2, and was chosen as the best offer according to the presented criteria.  

3. Purchaser can ask a performer for explanation of the details of the offer. Answers should be provided in the form and term indicated by the purchaser. Performer cannot include any changes to the offer.

4. Purchaser should correct any evident typographical or calculation errors in the offer. The purchaser must inform immediately the performer about such corrections..

5. The offer will be rejected by the purchaser if:

1) the offer does not meet requirements described in the announcement

2) the offer containg mistakes in calculations, with exception of point 7 of this chapter.
3) its submission constitutes an act of unfair competition within the meaning of the provisions on combating unfair competition,

4) is invalid on the basis of separate regulations.

XI. Information about the results
1. The purchaser will inform all performers which submitted offers about the results, in particular about:

1) the choice of the best offer, indicating the name of the company or name of the performer, address of the performer whose offer was chosen, explanantion of the decision, names and addresses of other performers, and number of points received by all offers.

2) performers whose offers were rejected, indicating actual causes of rejection.

2. Immediately after choosing the best offer, the purchaser will publish the information indicated in point 1.1. at the web site of the purchaser and in an information table located in a easily accessible place.

3. The procedure will be cancelled if:

1) no offer is submitted or all offers are rejected,

2) the price of the best offer is higher than the amount of funds which the purchaser devoted to realization of the order, with exception if purchaser will increase this amount,

3) there are special conditions causing that proceeding of the order procedure is against the interest of the purchaser,

4) there are other unexpected conditions that preclude realization of the order.
XII. Statements concerning signing of the contract for the order in the field of science
1. Purchaser provides the project of the contract – attachment no. 3. Performer can accept this project, by signing this project on the last page, and include such a document to the offer or to provide comments to the project in attachment no. 1.

2. Signing of documents will take place at the date indicated by the purchaser. 
3. The place of the contract agreement is the address of the purchaser. The contract will be sent to the performer by courier or presented to the performer, according to the agreement. The contract should be signed at the day of its receipt.
4. Performer should sign the contract at the date indicated by the purchaser, and sned it back to the purchaser by courier (at the address: Dział Zamówień Publicznych, Uniwersytet Gdański, 80-309 Gdańsk, ul. Jana Bażyńskiego 8), not later than 5 days after receipt of the document. Otherwise, the purchaser may conclude that the performer is not willing to sign the contract. 
5. If performer is not willing to sign the contract, the performer can chose another offer, the second the best, without further analyses, with exception of the cancellation of the procedure, described in chapter X point 3 of the announcement. 

6. The performer must deliver a copy of agreement betwen collaborating performers before the date of the signing of the contract. 
7. The purchaser will publish information about the contract, with information about the name of the performer, or information about cancellation of the order.

8. Personal data:

c) your personal data will be processed:

· according to art. 6 par. 1 lit. c GDPR for the purpose related to the present proceedings for the award of a public contract conducted under an open tender,
· according to art. 6 par. 1 lit. b GDPR - after the selection of the best offer,

· in order to implement the agreement concluded as a result of the above proceeding, in to which the data subject is a party, or to take action at the request of the data subject prior to the conclusion of the contract.
d) the recipients of your personal data will be the persons or entities to whom the documentation of the proceedings will be available on a base of art. 8 and art. 96 par. 3 of the Act of 29 January 2004 - Public Procurement Law (Journal of Laws from 2017, Item 1579 and 2018), called „ustawa Pzp” and on a base of art. 8, 10 and 11 of the Act of 6 September 2001 on access to public information (Journal of Laws from 2016, Item 1764 as amended)
e) your personal data will stored for the period necessary to achieve the objectives indicated in point c) as well as the archiving obligation resulting from the provisions of law.
f) the obligation to provide your personal data is a statutory requirement set out in the Public Procurement Law, including executive regulations, including the regulation of the Minister of Development of 26 July 2016 on the types of documents that the contracting authority may request from the contractor in the proceedings for the award of a contract (Journal of Laws from 2016, Item 1126), related to participation in the public procurement procedure and conclusion of a public procurement contract; the consequences of failure to provide specified data result from the ustawa Pzp*.
g) with reference to your personal data the decisions will be not made in automated way according to art. 22 GDPR.
h) you have the right to:

· according to art. 18 GDPR – the request from the controller restriction of processing of personal data with the derogations from the rights referred to in art. 18 par. 2 GDPR***;
· lodge a complaint with the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection if you considers that the processing of your personal data infringes GDPR;
i) you do not have the right to:

***Explanation: the right to the restriction of processing shall not apply to collection to ensure the use of legal protection measures or to protect the rights of another natural or legal person, or for important reasons of public interest of the European Union or a Member State.

9. Subcontractors:

1) The purchaser allows to perform the order by subcontractors.  

2) If a part of the order is performed by subcontractors, the performer is still responsible to the realization of the order. 

3) The performer is responsible for actions, or a lack of action, of subcontractors, as if there were performed or not by the performer.

4) The performer should indicated, in attachment no. 4 (chapter VI, point 6.1), what tasks will be taken by subcontractors.

5) The contract with subcontractors must be in a written form and must include a list of specific tasks to be conducted by subcontractors.

6) Payment for subcontractors by the performer should not be later than 30 days after receiving an invoice.

7) It is possible to introduce a subcontractor even if initially no such action was planned, however, this must be in accordance to § 10, 1 point 6 of the contract and the performer must inform the purchaser about a proposal for subcontracting, which must be accepted by the purchaser.

8) Introduction of a subcontractor must not be in disagreement with the announcement, and with the contract between the purchaser and the performer.
